Does it
mean HSARPA put more strict requirements on using U.S. permanent residents as key

personnel in their projects as well?

Response: HSARPA has not placed “more restrict requirements on using U.S.
permanent residents as key personnel” in its projects. The text was changed to allow for
a more precise meaning; as the Standardized Policies and Procedures for the Science and
Technology Directorate of the Department of Homeland Security provides a definition of
foreign nationals as “a person who is not a citizen of the United States and includes
foreign individuals living and working in foreign countries, living and working in the
United States, and having permanent resident alien status.

Response: The DHS SBIR program currently has no limitation on the number of
proposals submitted per company.

Response: Under section 1.3 of the 7.2 solicitation it states *.....For both Phase | and
Phase 11, all research or research and development work must be performed by the small
business concern and its subcontractors in the United States.”

Additionally, under section 3.5.b.7 of the 7.2 SBIR solicitation, it states “Key Personnel.
Identify key personnel who will be involved in the Phase | effort including information
on directly related education and experience. A concise resume of the principal
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investigator, including a list of relevant publications (if any), must be included. All
resumes will count toward the 25-page limitation. Identify any non-U.S. citizen that you
expect to be involved on this project, their country of origin and level of involvement.

Question: Will the inclusion of this person/company negativly affect a potential
selection of a Phase I or Phase Il award?"
