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1.0 Overview

The Department of Homeland Security (DHS) Science and Technology
(S&T) Directorate is the primary research and development component of
DHS. It has several research opportunities throughout the year on a broad
range of topics. These opportunities are managed by the Broad Agency
Announcement (BAA) program. In addition, DHS S&T provides research
opportunities with the Small Business Innovation Research (SBIR)
program.

The Public Portals for BAA and SBIR are secure, web-based, end-to-end
proposal management systems to support the S&T BAA and SBIR
proposal and award processes—from proposal submission and evaluation
to contract award and administration.

This manual provides vendors with step-by-step instructions for registering
their companies and submitting proposals for BAA- and/or SBIR-related
opportunities.

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2.0 Reqistration

Before submitting a white paper or proposal for the first time, you must first
register your company/organization in the system.

After the company/organization is registered, new users must register by
associating their information with the company/organization’s existing
record.

When registration is complete, users can submit and manage white papers
and proposals.
